Third Sunday of Lent

We give the definition of our-
selves over to so many things. We
allow our society, friends, family,
work, social groups, ethnicity, and
even institutions define, classify,
and color how we perceive our-
selves. When we listen predomi-
nantly to the voices of others, we
lose touch with what is happening within our own inner voice. If
we listen carefully within, we can easily discover that we are in
want and need. We know our incompleteness and also know that
loneliness, sadness, and self-images can propel us outward in
attempts to fill those gaps. We can become not only victims of
our own prejudices but can find ourselves overly self-indulgent in
things that can only satisfy for a short time, if at all.

It is no wonder that money and power are things that are
so fervently sought after. As long as we can keep a steady supply
going, the illusion of fulfillment and satisfaction can falsely per-
suade us as craftily as a master magician’s act. We live with illu-
sions not truth. It is no wonder, then, that some of the wealthiest
folks are also really the unhappiest. Whether we admit it, the lies
we live and pursue will ultimately expose our superficiality. We
all have to wrestle with who we are and what gives our lives pur-
pose and meaning. Learn to listen more deeply, not to what others
are saying about you, but to what God is echoing in your heart.

We can easily get confused and misunderstand, not only
about who we are but who God is. Even the disciples and the
Samaritan woman at the well missed the point Jesus was trying to
make. There is only one Person who can satisfy the deepest
yearnings and longings of our hearts — Jesus the Messiah. It is
not the work of corporate America that will lead us to happiness
or greatness but the work of the soul. We continue to resist ac-
knowledging this and are happier in our world of misunderstand-
ing and illusion. The life-giving water we truly need doesn’t
come from the source of a well but from the Source of Life. Only
God can reveal the truth of our sinfulness, the superficiality of
our pursuits, and the illusions we hold so dear. Only Jesus can
save us from ourselves and give us what we really need. If only
our heads can catch up with where our hearts know they need to
be, then will we find real contentment and life!

“For Lent for Life”

Home is often our place of comfort and safety—something we
take care of, where we sleep, eat, and spend time with our family.
As you read these stories, think about your home; and how it is
similar to the girls’ homes.

For Trinh: Home is where her family gathers, to play, to eat,
to rest. “My family is the most important thing to me,” she says.
She shows her love of family by doing chores around the house,
helps her family by bathing her little sister, Trang, showing her
how to wash her hands, and helping her with schoolwork. Trinh
will ride her bike to get medicine for her parents when they are
sick.

Her house is near a river; and when storms pass through,
Trinh’s home often fills with water. “I wish I would have a house
that is not wet or leaky and would not flood anymore,” says
Trinh.

In Vietnam, CRS is working with students like Trinh, helping
them to learn ways to protect their home, food, and family from
destructive storms. Trinh applies what she learns in school to help
her family

Maria Ana from Honduras: Her home was destroyed in a
recent accident; and her family is living in a temporary space, a
small wooden hut, until they can get it fixed. Everyone sleeps on
the floor; and during the rainy season, the roof often leaks. Maria
Ana is hopeful her family will have a house soon.

To help make the dream a realty, Maria Ana works hard in
school, and CRS provides school lunches to ensure she can focus
on her studies and not on her hunger. Maria Ana works in her
community to earn money to help with her family, as well as
helping at home with washing clothes and preparing family
meals. She fetches water and boils it to make it drinkable for the
family.

Yvone in Kenya: Yvone helps her family with chores by
washing dishes, sweeping the house, preparing lunch for the
younger children, and washing their school uniforms.

Yvone’s family has a hut where the family eats and sleeps, a
stable for the animals, and a separate kitchen hut. During the
rainy season, the family collects water from a system on the roof.
When it’s dry, they borrow from neighbors or walk to a commu-
nity water point for water.

Yvone’s family life has changed for the better thanks to a
CRS program that teaches families about healthy food.
