When we see God with true
sincerity of heart and God passes
us along our way, it is only then
that we will be able to cry out,
“Jesus, son of David, have pity
on me!” We have to truly want
to be healed by, and in union
with, God in order for us to reach out to him. If God is only an
abstract idea, theory, or someone found in the pages of a book,
there is no motivation for a relationship and no desire to seek
him. God needs to be real in order for faith to be real. It’s all
about the journey.

St. Augustine reminds us that “to fall in love with God is
the greatest romance; to seek Him the greatest adventure; to
find Him the greatest human achievement.” We strive after
many things and mercy is not always one of them. We think
that we can find fulfillment and healing in other things only to
discover that we are still short and empty. From the moment
human beings were created, God has been calling us and seek-
ing us. He has been walking right beside the human story from
the minute He first breathed life into the first human soul.

Are we able to recognize God as He walks with us? At
some point we have to realize that there is only one way to
satisfy the deepest longings of the human heart and that is in
relationship with our Creator. We are called to this. However,
we make the huge error of thinking that what we are hearing is
coming from somewhere else. We become confused. Every
human being would certainly profit with wisdom if they real-
ized Who calls them and to Whom they belong.

Then and only then will we realize that it is only our Di-
vine Master who can give us true vision and heal us. Once we
recognize and reach out for the merciful presence of our lov-
ing Maker, we will be able to see with our soul, understanding
the true nature and depth of all things. God’s mercy is always
available.

It doesn’t matter how far we have strayed or how blind we
become, God patiently waits to console us, guide us and heal
us. All we need to do is desire Him. Once we reach out, we
also realize that there is no greater love to be found than
God’s, no human adventure that comes even close to the thrill
of a spiritual search, and no human achievement even remote-
ly as satisfying as union with Him. This is where we belong.
This is salvation.

There is often a crosshatch of
bloody scratches on the right
cheek of statues of the suffering
Christ in Latin America. It’s
called the “Judas Kiss,” a re-
minder of Judas Iscariot’s act of
affectionately greeting Christ
and betraying Him in one sinis-
ter gesture. No one kneels before
a statue of Judas Iscariot in a
Catholic church. No one lights a
candle to Judas asking that he
restore their lost sight or heal
their child’s cancer. But Judas
Iscariot wasn’t the only Judas
among the Twelve Apostles.

Today’s Saint Jude (or Ju-
das) was often confused with his
evil contemporary. Since Judas
Iscariot was so despised and ig-
nored, and since he shared a
name with the good Jude, a tra-
dition gathered over the centu-
ries of petitioning today’s saint
only when all other saints had failed to answer one’s pray-
ers. Saint Jude became the Patron Saint of Hopeless Causes,
then, probably because of the faithful’s reluctance to seek
the intercession of one whose misfortune it was to share a
name with Christ’s betrayer. Out of confusion or an abun-
dance of caution, Saint Jude thus became a saint of last re-
sort. When the dam was barely holding, when a pulse could
no longer be felt, when the rains wouldn’t come, a candle
was lit to Saint Jude, hoping against hope, that he would
respond.

Saint Simon the Apostle is called the “Zealot” in Saint
Luke’s Gospel. This may describe his zeal for the house of
the Lord or denote his membership in a radical Jewish sect.
Zeal is, in any case, a virtue. It must be joined with prudence
to ensure that it does not offend for the sake of offending. A
zealous soul will, however, lovingly provoke others to consid-
er the things of God through his words, actions, and appro-
priate silences. Zeal for the house of the Lord has migrated
to other concerns in many parts of today’s world. While reli-
gious zeal has unfortunately come to be understood as a neg-
ative virtue, zeal for planet earth and various other more
“acceptable” causes are now seen as positive. The intention-
al disciple, however, understands zeal in its historical sense
as a burning concern for perennial truths, not mere fads,
and as a proactive form of love for all those things that lead
mankind to God. God is a person, after all, and depends on
His friends to defend Him.

Saints Simon and Jude disappear from the pages of the
Gospels after the brief mentions of their names. Nothing is
known of either of them with any certainty, not even where
they evangelized or where they met death. As Apostles, how-
ever, we know with certainty that they were key actors in lay-
ing the deep foundations of the Church in the rock-solid
substrata of the Middle Eastern culture in which they lived.
